Arla follow Dairy Crest with 0.3ppl rise
Once again Arla has both followed and matched a Dairy Crest price increase with its latest move to raise the price it pays for milk to its farmers who do not supply a specific retailer.  The money is part of the 1ppl to be paid by Morrisons and like Dairy Crest will be backdated to 1st June. The numbers indicate that Arla should have had more than the 0.3ppl left in the pot to pay to its producers but it has declared that any surplus will be paid over at a later date, indicating that Arla are fully aware that the 0.3ppl is short changing producers.
Milk auction prices up almost 2ppl in a month
This week’s United Milk auction in Northern Ireland produced a brisk trade for the 41 million litres on offer, which saw prices up 1.93ppl on the previous month to average 26.21ppl, which was even up on the same month a year earlier by 0.2ppl. The signs are positive as we head through the summer months and steady positive increases are tremendous news.  This is welcome news because if processors are able to pay 26.21ppl for commodity milk this should be seen as a base price for others to top.
European Dairy Farmers Congress in Holland
Ian is currently at the Congress, which has the largest attendance seen of more than 300 delegates of which, once again from the UK, only United Dairy Farmers from Northern Ireland have sent senior farmer management to the Congress with 6 in attendance.  Apart from a high level investment in dairy units with space age technology, 2 of the other highlights have been a farm, which is seeing 7,000 members of the public pay £8 to cuddle their cows and the fact that the Dutch still seem keen to invest in quota, which is still selling for 80ppl and currently rising.  Another highlight was a visit to the DOC plant on which the mythical Cumbrian Cheese plant was modeled.
Welsh Cheddar Launch
First Milk is to launch and promote Welsh cheese from its Haverfordwest factory, under the name of The Pembrokeshire Cheese Company.
First Milk Board Change 
Roger Lindsay from Cumbria has decided to stand down from his position as First Milk Board Director and local representative with immediate effect.
