Milk auction fairs well but volumes were down significantly
United Dairy Farmers monthly milk auction was held on Thursday and saw only 30 million litres on offer selling to average 25.53ppl.  The volume was down almost 25% on last months 39 million litres, which sold to average 26.5ppl.  The weather certainly influenced volumes and remember in the same auction 12 months ago 27 million litres averaged an all time record of 34.66ppl so compared to 12 months ago prices were back 26%.  Also at the same auction a year ago 3 month contract milk reached a top of 38.5ppl whereas this year it topped at 26.5ppl (-12ppl).
1ppl producer price increase for Dairy Crest 

After a week of retailers knocking seven bells out of each other, in an attempt to be the cheapest selling liquid milk to consumers, comes some welcome news from Dairy Crest in the form of a milk price increase. The 1ppl increase will go to Dairy Crests Davidstow cheese plant suppliers starting on September 1st. Having secured the increase all eyes in the cheese industry are focused on Milk Link, who claim to be the UK’s largest cheese manufacturer, to deliver at least a similar increase to its cheese suppliers without which milk link members are drifting towards a full 2p behind the likes of Dairy Crest.  It is certainly a very positive step in the right direction which we hope others will follow soon.

Fresh’n’Lo milk cut from £1.06 to 99p in less than a week – but beware

Less than 7 days after Tesco rocked the UK dairy industry with its 12 month offer to sell Wisemans Fresh’n’Lo at £1.06 for 2 litres as opposed to £1.44 for Tesco branded milk the retailer has cut the price again to 99p in England & Wales and in Scotland the same 99p price tag on Fresh’n’Lo is available. If that wasn’t enough, in 4 Tesco stores our secret price watchers witnessed the 99p milk on offer but no Tesco branded milk available at £1.44. Perhaps it all sold quickly!
