Standard litre price 21.75ppl (milkprices.com). It’s total reduction in 2009 amounts to 4.75ppl.

1.5ppl milk price cut for Glanbia Cheese for suppliers from 1st April 

1.25ppl milk price cut for First Milk suppliers from 1st April

1ppl milk price cut for South Caernarfon suppliers from 1st April

We understand around 15 Freshways suppliers, who broke away from SKS Dairy Limited when Capita Milk was formed by Chris White and David Lunnis in 2007, yesterday voted 14 to 1 in favour of accepting a 1ppl reduction in the price Freshways pay them for milk.

But without doubt all three plus Dairy Crest will review the position before 1st May.

Tesco core suppliers reduced to 90% volume on headline 27.43ppl price
It was obvious that with the loss of almost 90million litres of the Tesco contracted milk by Wisemans to Arla that either existing core Tesco producers would be capped or Tesco balancing producers would suffer the cut.  Tesco have now confirmed that its top line price of 27.43ppl (including the 0.5ppl Promar contribution) will only apply to a minimum of 90% of deliveries received from the same producer in the corresponding month a year earlier.  The cap does not currently apply to Arla/Tesco producers.

1.3ppl price cut by Wyke Farms results in protesting farmers attracting media attention
Following Monday night’s Wyke producer meeting at which David Handley was guest speaker, to a strong turnout of 70 plus suppliers out of a total of 112 the strength of feeling escalated beyond all expectations as farmers vented their anger at Wyke’s latest 1.3ppl cut.  A letter signed by 80 farmers was delivered to Wyke at 9.00am on Tuesday morning with a request for a meeting at the factory at noon.  Numbers supporting the move swelled and more than 50 visited the factory at noon complete with several TV and radio crews keen to film the action.  The farmers were split in to two groups and given a presentation by Richard Clothier justifying the latest cut. Farmers claim they have rejected the cut, however, Wyke whilst sticking to it have given them an extra month to reflect on the situation after which any disgruntled farmers can hand in their notice instead of rushing to meet Tuesday’s (31st) deadline.  The strength of feeling and how quickly the farmers were welded in to action has taken everyone by surprise not least the Clothier family. Will this be a one day wonder or could it be the start of a battle at the OK Coral?  We understand the Wyke producers and their committee have meetings planned during the coming week, which will include David Handley and the latest negotiating recruit appears to be the NFU.
2ppl price increase for Dairy Farmers of Britain’s customers in Blaydon
Dairy Farmers of Britain has increased the price of its doorstep delivery milk from its Blaydon Factory by 4p per litre.

Arla to change production base month
AFMP suppliers have had notice that from 2010 the members BADP (Base Average Daily Litres) will not take effect from April but will move to 1st January.  In addition the base month for calculation of the BADP will move from November to October from 2011.

German quota prices crash to 21ppl
In the latest German milk quota exchange prices fell to 23 Euro Cents a litre (21ppl) a drop of 41% on prices achieved at the last exchange in November which achieved 28ppl (source:  DIN)

Surgery within Arla’s partnership board sparks speculation
Arla’s 82 district Chairman and Vice Chairman’s are all now aware of the planned surgery at Partnership board level, which will see 5 regions elect 5 directors leaving a significantly reduced board total of 7 to include Jonathan Ovens and Wesley Abbey as Chairman and Vice Chairman.  From the emails and calls Ian has received on this move it appears their is the belief that the 5 most likely successful candidates may, if they are elected, push hard to oust either or both of Jonathan Ovens and Wesley Abbey when their positions came up for election.  All healthy competition if their goals are achievable.
