Recording Breaking AMPE price  The AMPE price has broken all records for June at a staggering 27.2ppl.  This is up by a whooping 11ppl on June 2006. Producers with contracts linked to AMPE will be rubbing their hands e.g Arla.    
Sainsbury’s set to increase its liquid milk price by 1ppl from July 07   370 producers in the Sainsbury’s Dairy development Group (SDDG) are to receive an increase of 1ppl from July 07, the retailer also claims the money will go straight into farmer’s pockets without imposing any extra demands or conditions. All eyes will be on Robert Wisemans to make sure that Sainsburys wishes are not ignored and all producers may remember that on 13th April 2007 we reported Sainsburys had announced a 1.3ppl increase which was passed to suppliers in full by Dairy Crest but which Wisemans decided to keep 0.3ppl of. The increase is part of an annualised investment of £20m in its fresh liquid milk business currently accounting for around 430mltrs/yr.  The increase will see their ‘Flagship’ standard litre price their SDDG Dairy Crest members receive go up to 20.52ppl and for RWD the prices go up to 20.55ppl and 20.75ppl for Central Scotland and Manchester contracts respectively. Sainsbury’s has also announced that 260 cheese producers (thought to be mostly Milk Link producers) are also to join Sainsbury’s Dairy Development Group, following the retailer’s announcement in March 07 that by this September all of its English, Welsh and Scottish cheddar as well as regional cheeses will be produced by milk from their respective regions.
Joseph Heler to improve it's 0.55ppl July increase  Joseph Heler has confirmed that it is to add a further 0.5ppl to its previously announced 0.55ppl increase from July 07 taking the total increase for the month up to 1.05ppl (+1.75ppl for the year to date) and therefore increasing their ‘Flagship’ standard litre price up to 19.09ppl. 
Confirmed 0.5ppl First Milk price increase  First milk has agreed to increase the price paid to members by 0.5ppl from 1st July.

Caledonian Cheese increase milk price from July  The Stranraer based company has confirmed it is to increase the price it pays its direct farmers by 0.5ppl from July. 
Milk link year end results – profits up 90% Milk link has declared its 31st March 2007 results which show the pretax profit of £15m up £7.4m (98%) on the previous year. Given the current strength in the market Milk Link are in a prime position to deliver strong results for the year ending 31st March 2008 both in terms of profit and the milk price paid to members and maintaining its leading position of the 3 main co-ops.
A nice warm welcome to the new secretary of state for DEFRA  Ian fondly remembers watching Mr Benn on TV as a child and wondering what he would be that day when he stepped out of the changing rom.  Now he has emerged as the farmer’s boss will the same magic still surround him?  Or will we want him kept locked up in it? 

UK delegates stunned by European milk price league table The UK delegates at the European Dairy Farmers Congress in Slovakia were stunned and annoyed to see confirmation that First Milk were firmly rooted to the bottom of the European milk price league table closely followed by Arla UK both of whom were adrift of the rest of the pack. A number of Welsh delegates, who are First Milk members, questioned for how long this situation can continue. To add to the pressure it was announced that Glanbia from Southern Ireland had increased the price it pays to it’s farmers in April by 6.4% due to the continuing strength of commodity markets. Arla Foods Sweden and Denmark both featured as paying above average and many delegates from other EU member states once again questioned why UK producers were paid the lowest milk price in Europe.

Dairy Farmers across the EU are battling to receive a fair share of the booming milk market In Slovakia where 18 member states were represented it was clear that whilst all European dairy farmers are receiving steady increases in their ex-farmgate milk prices most European processors are using the excuse that existing contracts are preventing further milk price rises and therefore there is a time lag. It remains to be seen whether when the current boom subsides there will be a similar time lag in prices coming down.

Italian spot milk prices matches UK According to Italian processors the spot price for milk stands at € 40 cents a litre (27p) almost the same as the UK spot price although in June several UK loads of milk traded closer to 29p
Waitrose joins green milk drive  Waitrose has launched re-usable milk jugs, with Welsh organic milk in 21 stores and has plans to roll the idea out nationally. According to Waitrose the UK dairy industry accumulates 100,000 tonnes of plastic annually and the jug coupled with eco refill packs is another step to reduce plastics.
US stops weight loss claims for dairy products  The US dairy industry has decided to halt its long running milk promotion which claims consuming dairy products reduce weight.
