NEXT WEEKS DAIRY EVENT IS CANCELLED  As a result of veterinary and professional advice coupled with the background to the latest outbreak of FMD (see Telegraph article details below) the RABDF has reluctantly cancelled next weeks Dairy Event at Stoneleigh.  We feel this was the only sensible option open to the council, who could not risk the potential consequences of bringing around 10,000 farmers from across the UK and Europe together.
Agricultural show is at the centre of FMD enquiries  According to an article in today’s Telegraph there is strong possibility that FMD could have spread across the South of England, following confirmation that the latest outbreak was on the site of Egham Royal Show, which 5,000 people attended on the August Bank Holiday.  If, as is suspected, the virus was already present in the field at the time of the show, it could have spread far and wide by vehicles attending the show.

Sainsburys 27.2p price is a table topper compared to Tesco’s 27.5p  Sainsburys has declared a 1.5ppl premium from October for milk collected from its Wiseman & Dairy Crest supply groups. This will mean the Dairy Crest Sainsburys producers will be on 26.5ppl and the Wiseman Sainsburys producers will receive 27.2ppl.  On the basis this is a basic price without hurdles, it seems to be a far more attractive deal than a Wiseman Tesco 27.5p with hurdles, although Tesco will pay from the 9th September, which has to be factored in.

5.5ppl increase for DFOB’s Local Choice suppliers to 28.5ppl  As a result of the Tesco announcement, Dairy Farmers of Britain’s Local Choice farmers should receive 28.5ppl from 9th September.  However, we have received several Local Choice milk cheques, not one of which has shown a farmer receiving 22p and questions are being asked to both Tesco and DFOB, whether any farmers will actually receive the 28.5ppl.  There appears to be some dilution and or crafty accounting by someone.  If any farmer does receive 28.5ppl or more, please let us know.

4ppl increase from Caledonian Cheese Company from 1st October  Taking their standard litre price to 25.25ppl and making a total increase of 7.5ppl in the past 4 months.
4ppl increase from Belton Cheese from 1st October  

United Milk auction price still incredibly strong at 33.6ppl average  The delayed United Milk auction saw 30million litres knocked down for a healthy 33.6ppl with prices ranging from 33p to 35.2ppl on 1 & 3 month delivery contracts.  This was back on last month’s mind blowing 34.66ppl, which was inevitable with August prices having boiled over.  Exactly a year ago United’s auction weighed in, on average, 19.61ppl, so compared to a year ago prices were up 171%.
Italian spot market hits 40p litre (60 Euro cents)  The spot market for milk in Italy has hit a whacking 40p litre, jumping from 35p (52 Euro cents) earlier in the week, partly due to a group of Italian farmers who are exporting milk to France.  A group in the Lombardy region have decided to export milk to France and are receiving 26.5ppl (39 Euro cents) ex-farm and telling the authorities and dairy processors, unless they help push for cross border trading of milk quota the milk will be diverted to French processors.  The Lombardy region accounts for almost 50% of Italy’s milk production and this week they have been told the September ex-farm gate milk price will be 35 Euro cents (23.5ppl) with 39 Euro cents (25.5ppl) October, November & December and 42 Euro cents (28ppl) for January.

Akkerman milk price indication will be announced on Tuesday  Assuming the planned meeting in Cumbria, scheduled for next Tuesday (18th), goes ahead it will be the first time the Dutchman and his team will inform farmers of what their October milk price is likely to be.  Judging by the despondency of several dairy farmers at yesterday’s (Thursday’s) successful Westmorland Show, it would seem that Akkerman, Meadow Foods, Paynes Dairies and The Cheese Company can all look forward to a battle to sign more producers who feel they are not receiving a fair price from their current milk purchaser.

Where is the extra Arla money?  Several Arla producers have challenged us on our earlier claim that when Arla raised its standard milk price to 25p it would not start on 1st October but from a date in mid September.  We still believe that the agreement for the money to come in September will be confirmed soon!

Arla overpayments are the centre of discussions  At least two Arla producers are questioning the overpayments they have made in 0.5ppl and when they can expect the money back.  The first question must surely be where can the money come from, because having given the Danes a loan there is little in the pot.  Re: the loan, note to the Danes, several farmers intend to push for the option to elect for the cash from the shares to be paid to them and not invested in the co-op.
Meadow Foods seeking to secure an additional 200 million litres  Meadow are now considered leaders in moving ex-farm gate prices up and during the next 12 months require an additional 200 million litres to fulfill contracts with companies like Nestle, Cadburys & Mars. They are also seeking a head of recruitment for Meadows team on the ground.

FMD – England must be zoned  It seems ridiculous that the whole of England is on standstill due to an FMD outbreak in Surrey.  France is much closer to the outbreak than Cumbria and the time must have come for careful zoning of England to reduce the economic devastation to livestock farmers.
Quota prices surge 25% in days  The demand for quota has surged again this week with 4% jumping from 4p to a firm 5p and showing no signs of backing off.  Although supplies have increased demand continues to outstrip supply.  “It’s just like the old days” commented Joanne to Ian, when he called to put an offer on some quota from the Show.
